First Reading Gn 2:7-9; 3:1-7 [Sin of Our First Parents|
God created Adam and Eve and placed them in the
luxurious Garden of Eden. They could eat fruit from
every tree except one. After being tempted by the
devil, Eve - then Adam - disobeyed God s command.
Immediately their lives changed.
A reading from the Book of Genesis
The LORD God formed man out of the clay of the
ground and blew into his nostrils the breath of life,
and so man became a living being.

Then the LORD God planted a garden in Eden,
in the east, and placed there the man whom he had

formed. Out of the ground the LORD God made
various trees grow that were delightful to look at
and good for food, with the tree of life in the middle
of'the garden and the tree of the knowledge of good
and evil.
